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Cross-Race Comparisons
To test for cross-race effects, independent samples t-tests were conducted to compare overall accuracy between White participants and East Asian participants, and White participants and South Asian participants. An independent samples t-test showed no significant difference in overall accuracy between White participants (M = .98, SD = .02) and East Asian participants (M = .98, SD = .02), t(115) = .10, p = .918, d = 0.05 [95% CI: -0.39, 0.50]. Similarly, there were no significant differences in overall accuracy between White participants (M = .98, SD = .02) and South Asian participants (M = .96, SD = .08), t(102) = 1.15, p = .251, d = 0.30 [95% CI: -0.15, 0.74].
